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“@{) Fumigation with appropriate fumigants at recommended dose
or in case of American cotton (except US cotton) until the
competent authority declared that they have successfully
eradicated cotton boll weevil (Anthonomus grandis).
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(i1))  Unginned cotton shall not be imported.

(iii) No vessel shall discharge American cotton (except US cotton)
during a period of rain, mist or drizzle.

(iv)  Where American cotton, US cotton and any other cotton or
cotton bale or fabric made of that cotton is carried in a
vessel—

(a) sub-rule (1) of rule 14 shall be applied in case of
American cotton and other cotton or cotton bale or fabric
made of that cotton; and

(b) sub-rule (2) of rule 14 shall be applied in case of US
cotton or cotton bale or fabric made of that cotton.

(v) Samples of American cotton and US cotton imported by air,
ship, post office or courier service, not exceeding 10
kilogram, shall be handed over to Plant Quarantine Officer by
the concerned authority for examination. In case of American
cotton, it shall be fumigated but fumigation is not required for
US cotton before release subject to declaration that it is free
from cotton boll weevil (Anthonomus grandis) in the
phytosanitary certificate from Animal & Plant Health
Inspection Service (APHIS).

(vi) Free from quarantine weed seeds.

(vii)) US cotton consignment shall be released in Bangladesh ports
subject to declaration that it is free from cotton boll weevil
(Anthonomus grandis) in the phytosanitary certificate from
Animal & Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) on each
and every consignment and in this case no fumigation is
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required.
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
